Together, these artists reveal a 

Europe reimagining itself through material and conceptual renewal in the aftermath of war, a network of artists 

redefining space, perception, and the very act of seeing. 



 

Celebrating 100 Years – Part 2 continues The Mayor Gallery’s long-standing dedication to European post-war 

abstraction, a legacy that began in the 1960s with the gallery’s early exhibitions of artists such as Fontana, Morellet, 

and Schoonhoven.
